4- The Rules of the Tournament:

1-The Tournament will be held according to the sports and Refereeing rules of the
1JF.

2-Weight categories:

Men: 60-66-73-81-90-100-+100 Kg.

Women: 48-52-57-63-70-78-+78 Kg.

3- Duration of contests: (5) minutes for Men & Women.

5- The Participating Federations:

-The member federations of the International Judo Federation shall participate
with a delegation consisting of at maximum 18 participants (one head of delegation,
one international Referee category (A or B), two coaches, 7 male competitors and 7
female competitors, at maximum one competitor in each category, according to the
International weight categories).. the Egyptian Judo Federation and the I1JF will
invite the national federations .

-The host country may enter 3 competitors in each category in maximum.
6- Expenses:

The participating federations shall cover their travel expenses from their countries

to Cairo airport or Sharm EL-Sheikh airport, whereas the Egyptian Judo

Federation will cover the local transportation from Cairo airport or Sharm EL-
Sheikh airport in accordance with the actual arrivals dates, and also the
transportations between the hotels and competition hall .
The Egyptian Judo Federation will also cover the accommodation for all the
members of the delegation through the period 11-15/12/2007 , on the following
conditions :-

a- If the number of athletes is (1-4 athletes), we will host the athletes and

(1 official + 1 referee).

b- If the number of athletes is (1-8 athletes), we will host the athletes and

(2 official + 1 referee).

c- If the number of athletes is (1-14 athletes ) , we will host the athletes and

(3 official + 1 referee).
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Note:-
It is not allowed to enter more than one athlete in a weight category.
d- The due period of accommodation is 4 nights (5 days), starts on 11/12 and
finishes on 15/12/2007.
e- The participating Federations will cover the expenses of the extra persons
(Which are not included in the above numbers), and also the extra days and

nights . The costs will be 60 (Sixty) USD per person / per day.
